Exemptions exist under section 6 of the Working With Children (Criminal Record
Checking) Act 2004 that apply if the parent is carrying out voluntary work in which
their child is participating.

Category Parent exemption
(xi) a religious  work carried out on a voluntary basis by a parent of a child in
organisation connection with an activity in which the child is participating,

or ordinarily participates

This exemption could be useful for school mothers who, for example, volunteer to
provide emergency transport.
